Olympian Dave Laut A memorial service was held this past Saturday in the Hueneme High School 

gymnasium for former Olympian, Dave Laut. Coach Laut grew up in Oxnard, attended Santa Clara High School 
where he starred in football, basketball, & track. He went on to attend college at Moorpark, San Jose Community 
College (where he trained with one of the nation’s best shot put coaches), and UCLA. He was a world class athlete 
and made the 1984 U.S. Olympic Team. Dave would go on to set the U.S. Record in “the shot” and earn a Bronze 
Medal in the 1984 games. Coach Laut followed in his father’s footsteps teaching Science and coaching. He taught 
and coached at both Santa Clara and Hueneme High School. Most recently, he served as the Athletic Director at 
Hueneme High School. He is a member of the Ventura County Star Hall of Fame. 
 

Coach Laut was eulogized by the likes of Coach Lou Cvijanovich and long-time Ventura County Star 
reporter, Rich Romaine. Over 2 dozen Olympians were in attendance; many of whom spoke about their 
former teammate. The constant theme was that Dave Laut was a great teammate and sportsman. He was 
a giant of a man who had titanic athletic accomplishments. Many marveled that Coach Laut rarely spoke 
of his own success. Rather, he talked about “this kid and that kid” and how they were developing as 
football players or shot put throwers. Sadly, we say good-bye to a true hall of famer.
