SAT VS ACT 
Your students should have options when it comes to college admissions testing.  Do you know whether they should take the SAT or 

the ACT?

Athletes  have been working hard all summer to meet these challenges from the �dog days� of football c amp to the is-
land shores of Hawaii ( Volleyball team placed 4th in summer tournament) and kids are chomping at the bit to show the 
results of that hard work on the playing fields and courts in 2010. 
 

As we move forward with these new chapters in St. Bonaventure Sports history, it is time to step back and take a look at 
our past. The 2010 Class of the St. Bonaventure Athletic Hall of Fame has been announced and the Hall will welcome 
eight outstanding individuals this year.  Mark Stephenson (�70), Kevin Kelly (�71), Bob Rostohar (�77) , Teohua Sanchez 
(�97) and David Garza Jr. (�01) head the class of f ormer student-athletes who will be honored during Hall of Fame week-
end, October 29th and 30th. Former Seraph coaches, Dave Curry, Bill Little and Tom Luna will also be inducted.  
 

Mark Stephenson was a tri sport athlete who won CIF championships in both Baseball and Football.  Mark was an all-
CIF athlete in baseball.  Kevin Kelly was another tri sport athlete earning all-league honors in football, basketball and 
baseball. Kevin like Stephenson was a two sport CIF champ and All-CIF baseball player. He went on to play baseball at 
Sacramento State University. Bob Rostohar left his mark on the Seraph basketball program graduating as the leading 
scorer and rebounder in school history. He was a two time All-CIF performer and averaged 27.3 points his senior year. 
Teohua Sanchez was the quarterback of the 1996 CIF championship football team that brought the Seraph football pro-
gram back into the limelight. He was an All-State selection and was the Tri Valley League, Ventura County and CIF 
player of the year in 1996. He still holds numerous school records for passing. David Garza was a two time All-CIF line-
backer and TVL player of the year who led the Seraphs to three CIF titles. He was also an all-TVL performer on the 
baseball diamond and went on to play at Cal Lutheran University where he earned All-American honors as well as being 
named to the CLU All-Decade team.    
 

It is fitting that Coaches Curry, Little and Luna are inducted in together as they were a �team� in th e early years of St. 
Bonaventure athletics.  Dave Curry served as the head football coach of the 1968 CIF champs with Bill Little and Tom 
Luna by his side as assistants.  Little led the 1970 Seraph Baseball team to their only CIF title and Luna was one of the 
first coaches hired by the school beginning his career in 1966 as a football, basketball and track coach. 
 

The Hall of Fame class of 2010 will be honored at the Varsity football game on Friday October 29th at Ventura College 
and at the induction dinner on Saturday October 30th.
